Required items for registration: 

1. Child's updated immunization records and proof of yearly physical from physician; 2. If child 

is on medication, a Doctor's note is required.  If child has asthma, must provide an asthma 

action plan; 3. Sponsor's LES/Pay Stub; 4. Spouse's LES/Pay Stub or School Schedule (no online 

classes); 5. Power of Attorney, if spouse is signing payment policy for sponsor (Sponsor must 

sign payment policy); 6. Single Parents must submit NAVMC 10922 (Application for BAQ) or 

copy of the date page from the Marine Corps Total Force System (MCTFS). 

 

Limited Daily Care spaces will be offered at $25 per day, no more than 3 days a week. 

Reservations for Daily Care are accepted on space available basis and reservations can be made 
two weeks in advance. Daily Care campers must purchase a Summer Camp T-Shirt for $7 to 

wear on the days the child attends camp.
